5th Annual Northwest Native Youth Leadership Summit

August 11-15, 2008; Central Washington University, Ellensburg
 Registration is now open for participation in our 5th Annual Northwest Native Youth Leadership Summit taking place August 11-15, 2008 on the campus of Central Washington University, Ellensburg.  Native students entering the 9th through 12th grades this fall are eligible to attend as well as freshman college students who participated in the 2007 summit in their senior high school year.  This year we will learn about the Chinook (Chinóq Wówo) Trading Language, the issues surrounding Governor Stevens’ use of this trading jargon to negotiate treaties, and also explore the issue of “climate change” and how this impacts our home reservations/communities.  Our projects will be tied to House Bill 1495 (the Tribal History and Culture Bill) passed in 2005 which is an important vehicle for tribes to have their culture and history infused into our schools’ curriculum.  Our young people, our future leaders, will have the responsibility to continue our efforts to assure our culture and histories are taught in Washington’s schools.  The ongoing development of their leadership, research and technology skills is an important component of this effort.  While it is important for our youth to know and understand their history, we know it is also critical for them to understand current issues affecting their home communities/reservations; therefore, we have added the topic of “climate change” to this year’s theme.
We are excited that Native students involved in past summits are now stepping forward to take a leadership role in this year’s event, and we will again utilize the talents of several of our Native college
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students to serve as team leaders and role models.  This event is being cosponsored by the OSPI Indian Education Office and the Governor’s Office of Indian Affairs.
Program Outline:  The focus of this year’s summit is to develop youth leadership in the implementation and advocacy of HB 1495 around the topics of the “Chinook Trading Language/Jargon, Treaties and Climate Change.”  Student teams will compete in a series of educational, physical, cultural, and mental challenges requiring them to use their wits, creativity, and increase/expand their research and technology skills as they develop and craft their culminating projects related to this year’s topics.  And we’re going to accomplish all this and have fun, too!  Because of our team concept, students must attend all five days and will only be able to leave early if an emergency arises.
All students must be accompanied by an adult chaperone (at least 1 chaperone per 5 students) so we have attached chaperone registration forms along with the student registration packet.  There will be a $50 registration fee per student (non-refundable after 7/25/08) but no fee for chaperones.  We will provide meals for all participants beginning with dinner on Monday, August 11, and ending with lunch on Friday, August 15; and lodging for all students, chaperones and team leaders will be provided in the CWU dorms.  A draft agenda will be available the end of this month.  Registration deadline is July 18, 2008.
Financial or in-kind donations to offset summit expenses would be gladly accepted. We are requesting that students wishing to participate prepare an essay (100 word

minimum) on a topic relating to sovereignty, treaties and Native American history to be submitted with their registration form.  This could also be in the form of an audio tape or video presentation.

Chaperones:
Students participating in the summit must have a chaperone.  The chaperone will be expected to stay at CWU with the students for the duration of the summit and all meals will be provided for them.  Chaperones may bring up to 5 students participants to the summit.
Fees:
Due to a past concern over “no shows” thus other students on waiting lists missing out on this opportunity, we are requesting a $50 student registration fee this year (non-refundable after 7/25/08).  There is no charge for chaperones.  We will provide all lodging in the CWU dorms (including linen service) and meals beginning with dinner on Monday, August 11, and ending with lunch on Friday, August 15.  Also, financial and in-kind donations are gladly accepted toward funding this summit.
